Black-bellied Whistling-Duck: Two days; best views at the fish hatchery
Gadwall: Several at the fish hatchery
American Wigeon: A flock at the fish hatchery
Blue-winged Teal: Several pair at the fish hatchery
Northern Shoveler: A flock at the fish hatchery
Ring-necked Duck: One female at the fish hatchery
Wild Turkey: Seen two days; many at or near Kerr WMA 
Northern Bobwhite: Seen by Meredith at Neal’s
Pied-billed Grebe: One at the fish hatchery

Great Blue Heron: One or two on two days

Cattle Egret: Several NW of Uvalde en route to Park Chalk Bluff 

Green Heron: Seen one day at Fort Inge and the fish hatchery

White-faced Ibis: Two fly-bys at the fish hatchery

Black Vulture: Numerous and widespread throughout

Turkey Vulture: Numerous and widespread throughout

Cooper’s Hawk: A fly-by at Fort Inge
Red-tailed Hawk: Seen all days thanks to an abundance of utility poles

Crested Caracara: Small numbers on four days, some on carcasses with vultures
Merlin: One at the Frio Bat Cave working the emerging bats
American Coot: A few at the fish hatchery
Killdeer: A few at Fort Inge and the fish hatchery
Greater Yellowlegs: One at the fish hatchery
Solitary Sandpiper: Prolonged looks at Fort Inge
Spotted Sandpiper: One at Neal’s and two at the fish hatchery
Least Sandpiper: Twenty-five or so at the fish hatchery 
Rock Pigeon: Seen at least two days
Eurasian Collared-Dove: Seen at least three days—often on utility lines
White-winged Dove: Abundant and seen all days
Mourning Dove: Abundant and seen all days
Inca Dove: Small numbers seen at least four days—some at feeders
Common Ground-Dove: A pair at the Driscoll Feedlot outside Sabinal

Greater Roadrunner: Small numbers three days—several singing at Lost Maples
Eastern Screech-Owl: A roosting individual seen at Lost Maples SNA

Barred Owl: Long, daytime looks of this beautiful bird at the Utopia City Park

Common Poorwill: Heard only at the Frio Bat Cave

Chuck-will’s-widow: Heard only several days at Neal’s Lodges

Chimney Swift: Small numbers on two days
Ruby-throated Hummingbird: A few at feeders all days

Black-chinned Hummingbird: Many at feeders all days and a few “wild” individuals

Belted Kingfisher: One perched over the Frio River at Neal’s—the only representative    of a surprisingly poor kingfisher trip

Golden-fronted Woodpecker: A few seen all days—some on feeders

Ladder-backed Woodpecker: Seen at two sites on Neal’s grounds 

Eastern Wood-Pewee: One at Park Chalk Bluff
Acadian Flycatcher: Heard Only at Lost Maples SNA

Black Phoebe: Seen four days at ponds and river banks

Eastern Phoebe: Seen daily, including a pair nesting over one of our cabins

Vermilion Flycatcher: Small numbers at least three days—a favorite of the group
Ash-throated Flycatcher: A pair in the driveway at Park Chalk Bluff

Brown-crested Flycatcher: Small numbers on four days including at our cabins at Neal’s

Great Kiskadee Flycatcher: One heard and frustratingly glimpsed at Fort Inge

Couch’s Kingbird: Nice looks at a pair at Park Chalk Bluff
Western Kingbird: Sparse—seen at Cook’s Slough only

Scissor-tailed Flycatcher: Seen all days—most common in agricultural areas
Loggerhead Shrike: Small numbers seen at least two days

White-eyed Vireo: Heard at Kerr WMA, seen at Park Chalk Bluff and Lost Maples

Bell’s Vireo: Vocal and common, seen two days

Black-capped Vireo: With a little work, several of this Endangered species seen at Kerr WMA

Yellow-throated Vireo: Seen three days including Park Chalk Bluff. Often audible at Neal’s
Red-eyed Vireo: Common at Lost Maples SNA—many heard, at least one or two seen 

Blue Jay: Two at the Utopia City Park where near the western edge of their range
Western Scrub-Jay: Small numbers three days including, Kerr, Lost Maples, and Neal’s
Common Raven: Small to moderate numbers at least four days

Purple Martin: Seen at least four days—nesting at Neal’s

Cave Swallow: Numerous at the Frio Bat cave

Barn Swallow: Common and seen at least four days

Carolina Chickadee: Common; seen daily including at Neal’s feeders

Black-crested Titmouse: Common; seen daily including at Neal’s feeders

Cactus Wren: Seen at Park Chalk Bluff and Ft. Inge

Canyon Wren: Heard two days and seen at considerable distance at Lost Maples

Carolina Wren: Common and vocal; seen at least four days

Bewick’s Wren: Common and vocal; seen at least three days

Ruby-crowned Kinglet: One at Park Chalk Bluff

Blue-gray Gnatcatcher: A few at Kerr WMA

Eastern Bluebird: Seen two days at Neal’s

Northern Mockingbird: Common and seen all days

Long-billed Thrasher: Singing birds ‘scoped by our cabins at Neal’s and Ft. Inge

European Starling: A few noted on three days
Orange-crowned Warbler: Seen three days including bathing birds at Kerr WMA

Nashville Warbler: Eastern migrants of the subspecies ruficapilla seen three days

Yellow-rumped (Myrtle) Warbler: Seen two days including a flock at Cook’s Slough
Yellow-rumped (Audubon’s) Warbler: At least two at Cook’s Slough

Golden-cheeked Warbler: A bathing female and a stunning singing male at Kerr WMA, lesser looks of several more at Lost Maples WMA

Black-throated green-Warbler: Eye-level views of a male foraging six feet away in pecan catkins was worth the drive to Park Chalk Bluff

Yellow-throated Warbler: This beauty was seen at least three days—singing birds always present at Neal’s

Black-and-white Warbler: One seen bathing at Kerr WMA, one at Lost Maples SNA
Louisiana Waterthrush: One along the Leona River at Ft. Inge

Common Yellowthroat: At least one at Park Chalk Bluff

Wilson’s Warbler: Small numbers seen at Park Chalk Bluff and (bathing at) Kerr WMA
Yellow-breasted Chat: Good looks at this elusive species at Park Chalk Bluff

Summer Tanager: Seen all days, common at Neal’s, a bathing male at Kerr
Olive Sparrow: Seen two days—Ft. Inge and Neal’s
Cassin’s Sparrow: Heard only and at some distance at park Chalk Bluff

Rufous-crowned Sparrow: A pair at Lost Maples SNA, at least one at Neal’s feeders

Chipping Sparrow: Seen all days especially at Neal’s feeders

Clay-colored Sparrow: Seen all days; best looks at Cook’s Slough and feeders at Lost Maples and Neal’s
Field Sparrow: One heard and one seen bathing at Kerr WMA

Vesper Sparrow: Singles three days at Park Chalk Bluff, Ft. Inge, and Lost Maples
Lark Sparrow: Seen four days; numerous at roadside fence lines and in open areas
Black-throated Sparrow: Seen two days including Neal’s feeders
Savannah Sparrow: Seen two days—Park Chalk Bluff and Neal’s
Lincoln’s Sparrow: Seen all days—best views at Neal’s and Lost Maples’ feeders 
White-crowned Sparrow: Seen four days, mostly feeders and fence lines
Northern Cardinal: Common throughout and seen daily

Pyrrhuloxia: A male at Neal’s feeders

Blue Grosbeak: One-two on three days including feeders at Neal’s and Lost Maples SNA
Lazuli Bunting: One or two on three days—Neal’s, Kerr (bathing), Lost Maples
Indigo Bunting: Seen one day--territorial singers and feeder birds at Lost Maples SNA
Painted Bunting: Seen all days, most at feeders, one bathing at Kerr WMA
Red-winged Blackbird: Seen three days including Sabinal and the fish hatchery

Yellow-headed Blackbird: A dozen or so at the Driscoll Feedlot outside Sabinal, one in a cowbird trap at Kerr WMA

Common Grackle: A few seen at Ft. Inge

Great-tailed Grackle: Seen three days, especially common around Uvalde

Bronzed Cowbird: Seen two days—near Sabinal and at the fish hatchery

Brown-headed Cowbird: Seen all days, common throughout

Orchard Oriole: Seen two days—Park Chalk Bluff and Ft. Inge where noisy and numerous

Hooded Oriole: Seen two days—Park Chalk Bluff and Neal’s (at least)

Bullock’s Oriole: A fine male seen at Ft. Inge

Audubon’s Oriole: A major surprise was encountering a singing male out-of-range and out-of-habitat at Lost Maples SNA. The bird was seen well when it responded to a whistled imitation.

Scott’s Oriole: One heard only at Lost Maples SNA

House Finch: Seen four days; common at feeders

Pine Siskin: Seen three days, most at Neal’s feeders 

Lesser Goldfinch: seen all days, common at feeders
House Sparrow: Seen all days
