Ursula, Sam & Judy, Barb and Leah. This list would not be as comprehensive were it not for our talented and
personable local guides; Lenny from Birds Eye View, Abdul from Lamanai Outpost Lodge and Luis from Chan
Chich Lodge.

This tried and trusted tour began at the sensational Birds Eye View Lodge overlooking Crooked Tree Lagoon
before moving on to Lamanai Outpost Lodge for three nights and ultimately finishing at Chan Chich Lodge
deeply embedded in the Rio Bravo Conservation area. We enjoyed immaculate weather throughout as the dry
season started in earnest and temperatures rose day by day. The trip was especially memorable for its
outstanding night safaris, an impressive selection of mammals and a fine array of regionally endemic bird
species.

The ebird species report link details over 240 species, some of them with photos and audio. If you click on “Show
All Details” on the right side of the ebird list you will see the details of each sighting;
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Along with a list of other non-avian fauna below;

MAMMALS (11 species):

Proboscis Bat Rhynchoyceris naso — often around the cabanas at Lamamai Outpost Lodge plus outstanding views
on the night safari on New River Lagoon.

Yucatan Black Howler Monkey Alouatta pigra— heard frequently at Lamanai with a group seen on our visit to
the Maya Archeological site there. Also heard and seen at Chan Chich.

Central American Spider Monkey Mazama temama — Chan Chich consistently produces views of this species
around the staff village and the lodge and this tour was no exception with our best looks of the first morning
bird walk at Chan Chich.

Puma Puma concolor — an outstanding find by Luis in the tall grass meadows of Gallon Jug during the night safari
from Chan Chich. Although it was tough to see the whole animal, most of us had some views as Luis skillfully
tracked it through the pasture using the spotlight.

Ocelot Leopardus pardalis — incredible, prolonged views of one around the staff village in the opening minutes
of our Chan Chich night safari. Thanks to Emil for the advice!

Gray Fox Urocyon cinereoargenteus — encountered quite frequently around Chan Chich, not only on the night
safari but sometimes in the middle of the day around the cabins.

Tayra Eira barbara — a fine male was nicely photographed by John at the Lamanai feeders... the only sighting of
this large weasel of the whole tour.

White-lipped Peccary Tayassu pecari — a fairly large group, more than a dozen or so, found in the Gallon Jug
coffee plantations as we drove towards Sylvester Village.

White-tailed Deer Odocoileus virginianus — notably smaller and darker than the North American subspecies,
these were abundant around the pastures of Gallon Jug farm and even on the airport runway! Known locally as
‘Savannah Deer” they form a major prey item for the large cats in the area.

Yucatan Squirrel Sciurus yucatanensis— a steady sequence of sightings on most days at Lamanai where it was
often found ‘free-loading’ at the feeders.

Central American Agouti Dasyprocta punctata— shy but usually easy to see around at Lamanai plus one seen
along the access road to Chan Chich.

REPTILES & AMPHIBIANS (8 species):

Morelet’s Crocodile Crocodylus moreletii— Lenny brought us up to huge specimen loafing in the shallows at
Crooked tree Lagoon during the afternoon boat tour.

Asian House Gecko Hemidactylus frenatus — present in and around the rooms at all three lodges.

Green Iguana lguana iguana — abundant at Crooked Tree Lagoon with some huge males seen on both the
morning and afternoon boat trips.

Brown Basilisk Basiliscus vittatus — some fabulous sightings around the lodge at Crooked Tree Lagoon as well as
at Lamanai.

Marine Toad Rhinella marina — a real heavy weight brute just chillin’ on the middle of the road at Gallon Jug
during the night safari was one of the more memorable non-avian sightings of the trip! Also, an impressive
number emerged after an early evening rain shower at Lamanai, just before the night safari there.

Other fauna:
Scorpion sp. — Melissa was fortunate enough to find one in her cabana at Lamania Outpost Lodge!
